_________7) Earn a special award: Totin Chip, Firem’n Chit, or Mile Swim 
_________8) Participate in a Service Project (i.e. OA day) 
_________9) Go on a Nature Hike 
_________10) Help Nature staff take care of the animals 
_________11) Make something at Handicraft 
_________12) Sample some of the Cooking Merit Badge food in Scoutcraft
