Parents Information

IMPORTANT EAGLE CAMP INFORMATION

1. PAYMENTS – Final payment is due one week prior to arrival at Eagle Camp. If you have questions regarding payments please contact Camping Services at (212) 651-3073.

2. CHECK-IN ON SUNDAY AUGUST 7th. – Plan to arrive between 1 and 2 P.M. Parking is available at Camp. Please do not unpack equipment until your Scout is fully registered with Eagle Camp. Check-in will be an easy process if your scout has his required items on hand.

3. ADVANCEMENT – All Eagle Camp participants MUST use the 2011 requirements for all badges which they are seeking to earn.  The 2011 Requirements can be found either in the “Official Guide to Merit Badge Requirements – 2011 Edition” or by logging on to the US Scouts Website,  www.usscouts.org/usscouts/meritbadges.asp  All participants must have their troop leader’s sign the “Eagle Candidate Questionnaire & Info Form”, as well as come to camp prepared with completed and signed merit badge cards (blue cards) 

4. DRIVING DIRECTIONS TO TEN MILE RIVER SCOUT CAMPS  – CAMP  RANACHQUA  - Take the New York State Thruway to Exit 16 in Harriman. Follow New York Route 17 West to Exit 104. Follow Route17B West through White Lake and turn left on Route 55 West. From there, follow the signs to Ten Mile River Scout Camps. Your next turn (about 4 miles down Route 55) will be a right onto Crystal Lake Road (Route 26). 3.2 miles down the road you will take a sharp right onto a dirt road and follow the signs to Camp Ranachqua. Once on the dirt road the speed limit is 15 MPH.  A directions sheet is enclosed with additional information.


5. MEDICAL FORMS – A completed GNYC Medical form MUST be provided upon check-in. The medical form MUST have been completed within the past twelve months. It is recommended that you retain a copy of this medical form at home. We understand and respect the need for all campers’ privacy and will only allow medical and required staff to review medical forms. If attending the Eagle Camp program BUT camping with your unit or at a camp other than Ranachqua please bring an additional copy of your medical upon check-in with the Eagle Camp program. A Scouts’ medical form is perhaps the most important document needed for camp participation. The most common mistake is the omission of a parent signature. So please be sure to carefully complete and review the form before departing for camp.  All Scouts attending for two or more consecutive weeks are required by state law to review and fill out the enclosed information form about Meningitis. 
6. MEDICATION – If you are sending any medicines to camp, please be sure that they are listed on the medical form. All medications MUST be in ORIGINAL PRESCRIPTION CONTAINERS and will be maintained by the camp medical staff as required by New York State law. All unused medication will be returned at the end of the week.

7. SPECIAL TOPICS – Some of the special topics planned during the week include: The Eagle Service Project; Eagle Boards of Review; How to submit the Application for the Eagle Rank; Common pitfalls on the Trail to Eagle; Letters of Recommendation and much more.

8. VISITING CAMP – Eagle Camp has an open door policy for all Parents/Guardians however the Scouts will be operating on busy camp schedule as they seek to complete their advancement for the week. Accordingly, any interruptions can be very disruptive to their progress. If it is necessary for you to visit your Scout, you must check in at the Ranachqua Office first and we will have a staff member locate the Eagle Camp Scoutmaster who will then locate your Scout in accordance with his schedule. 

9. CONTACTING YOUR SON – Mail from New York City takes 3-4 days to reach your son at camp.   Address the letter: Name; Eagle Camp, Camp Ranachqua; Ten Mile River Scout Camps; 1481 Crystal Lake Road; Narrowsburg, NY 12764-4414.  Due to the nature of the program, it will be very difficult to reach you son by phone.  Messages can be left at the camp office phone # 845-252-2038.  Cell phones are not allowed however, there is a pay phone at the camp office where your son can make outgoing calls.
10. CHECK OUT – Eagle Camp officially ends on Friday, August 13th at 8 P.M.  Adult coverage will be provided for Scouts who will stay until Saturday for transportation reasons. 
My Staff and I look forward to working with your Scout this week, and helping him to achieve his personal goals, which he has set for himself on the Eagle Candidate Camp Questionnaire & Info Sheet.
